What is a Primary Source?

A primary source is a work that gives original information.

A primary source is something created during a time being studied or from
a person who was involved in the events being studied.

Examples of primary sources are letters, newspapers, a diary, photographs,
maps, speeches, memories, etc.

What is a Secondary Source?

A secondary source is a document or recording that writes or speaks
about information that is one step removed from the original

source.

Secondary sources interpret, evaluate or discuss information found

in primary sources.

Examples of secondary sources include academic articles, biographies, text
books, dictionaries, most books, encyclopedias, etc.
