What is a Primary Source?
e Primary sources are original records from the time and place of an event.

e Examples of primary sources are artifacts, wampum, letters, newspapers, diaries, photographs, paintings, maps, speeches,
oral histories, etc.

What is a Secondary Source?
e Secondary sources are accounts of events, times and places based on interpretations and summaries of primary sources.
e Secondary sources interpret, evaluate or discuss information found in primary sources.
e Examples of secondary sources include academic articles, biographies, textbooks, dictionaries, most books, encyclopedias,
etc.
